Attention should also be drawn to Emily Chamberlain and Abigail Oram, 
who despite their young age, performed brilliantly in the 1500m and scored a tremendous 19 points 
between them. 
 
Everybody was shattered by the end of the day, but the courage, determination and pride showed by 
all the pupils was reflected in their team spirit and support for each other, and made it a very special 
day for all concerned. The buzz on the coach, and the excitement on their faces showed what a 
fantastic experience it had been for everyone, and made Mr Bevan and Mrs Smith feel very proud to 
represent Beachborough.
