Norovirus (Winter Sickness Bug)

D ue to the ferocity of the bug sweeping the county and in an attempt to minimize its potential impact on
the school, we are issuing the following guidelines. If your child show any of the symptoms listed
below they must NOT return to school until after 48 hours from the last bout of sickness/diarrhoea.

Symptoms: The symptoms of a norovirus usually start between 24-48 hours after the initial infection,
although they can start after as little as 12 hours. The first symptom is usually a sudden onset of nausea,
which is followed by projectile vomiting and watery diarrhoea. Some people may also have:

e 2 mild fever and headaches
